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Introduction

On the 6" of July 1993 the Customs Co-operation Council (now World Customs
Organization) approved a resolution amending the international customs nomenclature which was
adopted by the international agreement on the Harmonized Commaodity Description and Coding
System. These amendments together with several others were published in Notice No. 127/1995,
amending Annex | to the Customs Law No. 55/1987, and entered into force on the 1* of January
1996.

In this special publication, the amendments provided for in the above Notice have been
incorporated into the text of the Customs Tariff published in November 1994 as Customs Manual
11, Part I, which contained the Icelandic Customs Tariff as legalized in the form of Annex | to the
Customs Law No. 55/1987 as amended by laws Nos. 96/1987, 18/1993, 29/1993, 122/1993,
87/1995 (the last mentioned law enacted due to Iceland’s membership in the World Trade
Organization), [81/1998]1%, [104/2000]?, [146/2001]2 and [66/2002]%, as well as amendments to the
said Annex contained in Notices Nos. 12/1988, 96/1988, 95/1989, 96/1989, 76/1991, 64/1992,

The Customs Tariff was previously published as Cutoms Manual | in February 1998.
References to laws and notices amending the Customs Tariff are above marked by square brackets
but are also to be found respectively as footnotes in the Customs Tariff.

Customs Tariff is published in three parts:

a. Part | contains the Customs Tariff 1998.

b. Part Il contains an alphabetical index to the Customs Tariff20,

c. Part Il contains customs tariff codes?, i.e. information on duties and charges levied on
imported goods, as well as information on import restrictions or prohibitions. This is a list of
all tariff headings contained in the Customs Tariff, without text, followed by the said
information which is, inter alia, necessary for the determination of duties and other charges on
the relevant goods.

It should be pointed out that this publication is printed for the purpose of aiding those
implementing the Customs Law, as well as for those who want to acquaint themselves with the
Customs Tariff and its implementation. Any errors, which may occur, have no legal validity.

As mentioned below, goods shall upon customs clearance be classified in import and export
declarations in accordance with the Customs Tariff published here. For duties and charges on
imported goods see Part 111 of the Customs Tariff. In other respects the following shall apply to the
implementation of the Tariff:

| Export
The exportation of goods from Iceland is generally duty free, i. e. neither duties nor other
export charges are levied on exported goods.
Provisions regarding export charges, cf. law No. 58/1981, were abrogated by law No.
44/1990.

Il Import

Columns marked A cover ad valorem duties applicable to all imported goods unless
otherwise determined in columns marked E. Columns marked E cover ad valorem duties
applicable to goods imported into the country in accordance with provisions of the Agreement on
the European Economic Area. For special customs treatment in accordance with various free trade
agreements to which Iceland is a party, see part 11l of the Customs Tariff. Columns marked Al
cover quantitative duties of kr/kg in Chapters 1 to 25, with the exception that in Chapter 6 the
quantitative duties are specified as kr/pcs.

In the introduction to the Customs Tariff published in 1992 the following was stated with
regard to its setup and origin:

“Since 1963 imported goods have for customs purposes been classified in accordance with
the Nomenclature of the Customs Co-operation Council. This Nomenclature was based on the

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Convention on Nomenclature for the Classification of Goods in Customs Tariffs, done in Brussels
in 1950, and was originally referred to as the Brussels Nomenclature. From the time a customs
tariff based on this model was taken into use in this country in 1963, various amendments have
been made to the Icelandic tariff in order to keep it in conformity with the international tariff
model. Thus considerable changes were enacted by the Customs Tariff Law No. 120/1976 and by
law No. 82/1978 which amended that law.

During the last decade the Customs Co-operation Council in Brussels has been working on
the preparation of a system for classifying goods which would replace the Council’s present
nomenclature. This work brought about the International Convention on the Harmonized
Commodity Description and Coding System, hereafter referred to as the Harmonized System,
which on behalf of the Customs Co-operation Council was presented for signatures on 14 June
1983. A protocol of amendment to this convention was done on 24 June 1986 providing that the
convention should enter into force on 1 January 1988 and that as of that date the Harmonized
System would be used by the member states in the classification of goods in customs tariffs.

The Convention on the Harmonized System was signed on behalf of Iceland on 10 January
1985, cf. Notice No. 25/1987 in Section C of Stjornartidindi (the Government Gazette). Law No.
96/1987, amending the Customs Law No. 55/1987, stipulated that the Harmonized System’s rules
for the classification of goods should enter into force in this country on 1 January 1988 with regard
to the customs clearance of imported and exported goods.

In the Harmonized System goods are classified in 1300 headings (in 97 chapters), each
heading being identified by four numerical digits. A further division provides for the possibility of
classifying goods in over 5000 subheadings, each subheading having six numerical digits
somewhat similar to the Icelandic customs tariff according to the Customs Tariff Law No.
120/1976. The adoption of the Harmonized System called for various textual changes in notes to
sections, chapters and headings, which in many ways changed the classification of goods from
what it was before.

In order to be able to obtain necessary statistical information and for levying import duties
as well as for reasons of computerized processing of information contained in import declarations
and export declarations, it proved necessary to divide the aforementioned subheadings with two
additional digits. Thus the Icelandic tariff headings now consist of EIGHT NUMERICAL DIGITS
instead of six. When the seventh and eighth digits are 00 a special subdivision has not been
necessary, but in other cases there is a special Icelandic subdivision, cf. the fifth and sixth digit in
earlier customs tariffs. All these changes should in the future lead to a more detailed classification
of goods in international trade and to more accurate comparison of statistical information.”

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Rate Columns of the Customs Tariff

Columns A and Al of the Customs Tariff are applicable to all imported goods unless
special provisions are made therefor in Column E. Column E of the Customs Tariff is applicable to
goods imported in accordance with provisions of the Agreement on the European Economic Area.
The Minister is authorized under the conditions provided for in the Agreement or in other free
trade agreements or international agreements, to stipulate special customs treatment for goods
classified in Chapters 1 to 24 of the Customs Tariff.

General Rules for the Interpretation of the
Customs Tariff

Classification of goods in the Nomenclature shall be governed by the following principles:

1. The titles of Sections, Chapters and sub-Chapters are provided for ease of reference only;

for legal purposes, classification shall be determined according to the terms of the headings

and any relative Section or Chapter Notes and, provided such headings or Notes do not
otherwise require, according to the following provisions:

2. (a) Any reference in a heading to an article shall be taken to include a reference to that
article incomplete or unfinished, provided that, as presented, the incomplete or
unfinished article has the essential character of the complete or finished article. It shall
also be taken to include a reference to that article complete or finished (or falling to be
classified as complete or finished by virtue of this Rule), presented unassembled or
dissassembled.

(b) Any reference in a heading to a material or substance shall be taken to include a
reference to mixtures or combinations of that material or substance with other
materials or substances. Any reference to goods of a given material or substance shall
be taken to include a reference to goods consisting wholly or partly of such material or
substance. The classification of goods consisting of more than one material or
substance shall be according to the principles of Rule 3.

3. When by application of Rule 2 (b) or for any other reason, goods are, prima facie,

classifiable under two or more headings, classification shall be effected as follows:

(@) The heading which provides the most specific description shall be preferred to
headings providing a more general description. However, when two or more headings
each refer to part only of the materials or substances contained in mixed or composite
goods or to part only of the items in a set put up for retail sale, those headings are to



(b)
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be regarded as equally specific in relation to those goods, even if one of them gives a
more complete or precise description of the goods.

Mixture, composite goods consisting of different materials or made up of different
components, and goods put up in sets for retail sale, which cannot be classified by
reference to 3 (a), shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or component
which gives them their essential character, insofar as this criterion is applicable.

When goods cannot be classified by reference to 3 (a) or 3 (b), they shall be classified
under the heading which occurs last in numerical order among those which equally
merit consideration.

Goods which cannot be classified in accordance with the above Rules shall be classified
under the heading appropriate to they goods to which they are most akin.

In addition to the foregoing provisions, the following Rules shall apply in respect of the
goods referred to therein:

(@)

(b)

Camera cases, musical instrument cases, gun cases, drawing instrument cases,
necklace cases and similar containers, specially shaped or fitted to contain a specific
article or set of articles, suitable for long-term use and presented with the articles for
which the are intended, shall be classified with such articles when of a kind normally
sold therewith. This Rule does not, however, apply to containers which give the whole
its essential character;

Subject to the provisions of Rule 5 (a) above, packing materials and packing
containers presented with the goods therein shall be classified with the goods if they
are of a kind normally used for packing such goods. However, this provision is not
binding when such packing materials or packing containers are clearly suitable for
repetitive use.

For legal purposes, the classification of goods in the subheadings of a heading shall be
determined according to the terms of those subheadings and any related Subheading Notes
and, mutatis mutandis, to the above Rules, on the understanding that only subheadings at
the same level are comparable. For the purposes of this Rule the relative Section and
Chapter Notes also apply, unless the context otherwise requires.

Live animals; animal products

Notes.

1.  Any reference in this Section to a particular genus or species of an animal, except where the
context otherwise requires, includes a reference to the young of that genus or species.

2. Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the Nomenclature any reference to
“dried” products also covers products which have been dehydrated, evaporated or freeze-
dried.

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Chapter 4
Dairy produce; birds’ eggs; natural honey; edible products

The expression “milk” means full cream milk or partially or completely skimmed milk.

For the purposes of heading 0405:

(@) The term "butter" means natural butter, whey butter or recombined butter (fresh,
salted or rancid, including canned butter) derived exclusively from milk, with a
milkfat content of 80 % or more but not more than 95 % by weight, a maximum milk
solids-not-fat content of 2 % by weight and a maximum water content of 16 % by
weight. Butter does not contain added emulsifiers, but may contain sodium chloride,
food colours, neutralising salts and cultures of harmless lactic-acid-producing
bacteria.

(b) The expression "dairy spreads" means a spreadable emulsion of the water-in-oil type,
containing milkfat as the only fat in the product, with a milkfat content of 39 % or
more but less than 80 % by weight.

Products obtained by the concentration of whey and with the addition of milk or milkfat are

to be classified as cheese in heading 0406 provided that they have the three following

characteristics:

(&) a milkfat content, by weight of the dry matter, of 5 % or more;

(b) adry matter content, by weight, of at least 70 % but not exceeding 85 %; and

(c) they are moulded or capable of being moulded.

This Chapter does not cover:

(a) Products obtained from whey, containing by weight more than 95 % lactose, ex-
pressed as anhydrous lactose, calculated on the dry matter (heading 1702); or

(b)  Albumins (including concentrates of two or more whey proteins, containing by weight
more than 80 % whey proteins, calculated on the dry matter) (heading 3502) or
globulins (heading 3504).

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Chapter 12
Oil seeds and oleaginous fruits; miscellaneous grains, seeds
and fruit; industrial or medicinal plants; straw and fodder

Heading 1207 applies, inter alia, to palm nuts and kernels, cotton seeds, castor oil seeds,
sesamum seeds, mustard seeds, safflower seeds, poppy seeds and shea nuts (karite nuts). It
does not apply to products of heading 0801 or 0802 or to olives (Chapter 7 or Chapter 20).
Heading 1208 applies not only to non-defatted flours and meals but also to flours and meals
which have been partially defatted or defatted and wholly or partially refatted with their
original oils. It does not, however, apply to residues of headings 2304 to 2306.
For the purposes of heading 1209, beet seeds, grass and other herbage seeds, seeds of
ornamental flowers, vegetable seeds, seeds of forest trees, seeds of fruit trees, seeds of
vetches (other than those of the species Vicia faba) or of lupines are to be regarded as
“seeds of a kind used for sowing”.

Heading 1209 does not, however, apply to the following even if for sowing:
(a) Leguminous vegetables or sweet corn (Chapter 7);
(b) Spices or other products of Chapter 9;
(c) Cereals (Chapter 10); or
(d) Products of headings 1201 to 1207 or 1211.
Heading 1211 applies, inter alia, to the following plants or parts thereof: basil, borage,
ginseng, hyssop, liquorice, all species of mint, rosemary, rue, sage and wormwood.

Heading 1211 does not, however, apply to:
(a) Medicaments of Chapter 30;
(b) Perfumery, cosmetic or toilet preparations of Chapter 33; or
(c) Insecticides, fungicides, herbicides, disinfectants or similar products of heading 3808.
For the purposes of heading 1212, the term “seaweeds and other algae” does not include:
(a) Dead single-cell micro-organisms of heading 2102;
(b) Cultures of micro-organisms of heading 3002; or
(c) Fertilisers of heading 3101 or 3105.

0504.

Food preparations fall in this Chapter provided that they contain more than 20 % by weight
of sausage, meat, meat offal, blood, fish or crustaceans, molluscs or other aquatic
invertebrates, or any combination thereof. In cases where the preparation contains two or
more of the products mentioned above, it is classified in the heading of Chapter 16
corresponding to the component or components which predominate by weight. These
provisions do not apply to the stuffed products of heading 1902 or to the preparations of
heading 2103 or 2104.

Subheading Notes.

1.

For the purposes of subheading 1602.10, the expression “homogenised preparations” means
preparations of meat, meat offal or blood, finely homogenised, put up for retail sale as
infant food or for dietetic purposes, in containers of a net weight content not exceeding 250
g. For the application of this definition no account is to be taken of small quantities of any
ingredients which may have been added to the preparation for seasoning, preservation or
other purposes. These preparations may contain a small quantity of visible pieces of meat
or meat offal. This subheading takes precedence over all other subheadings of heading
1602.

The fish and crustaceans specified in the subheadings of heading 1604 or 1605 under their
common names only, are of the same species as those mentioned in Chapter 3 under the
same name.

(c) Such oils in the form of emulsions in water or mixtures with water, such as those
resulting from oil spills, storage tank washings, or from the use of cutting oils for
machining operations.]130

(a) having regard to the manner in which they are put up, clearly identifiable as being
intended to be used together without first being repacked;

(b) presented together; and

(c) identifiable, whether by their nature or by the relative proportions in which they are
present, as being complementary one to another.

Chapter 28
Inorganic chemicals; organic or inorganic compounds of
precious metals, of rare-earth metals, of radioactive
elements or of isotopes

Except where the context otherwise requires, the headings of this Chapter apply only to:

(a) Separate chemical elements and separate chemically defined compounds, whether or
not containing impurities;

(b) The products mentioned in (a) above dissolved in water;

(c) The products mentioned in (a) above dissolved in other solvents provided that the
solution constitutes a normal and necessary method of putting up these products
adopted solely for reasons of safety or for transport and that the solvent does not
render the product particularly suitable for specific use rather than for general use;

(d) The products mentioned in (a), (b) or (c) above with an added stabiliser (including an
anti-caking agent) necessary for their preservation or transport;

(e) The products mentioned in (a), (b), (c) or (d) above with an added anti-dusting agent
or a colouring substance added to facilitate their identification or for safety reasons,
provided that the additions do not render the product particularly suitable for specific
use rather than for general use.
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In addition to dithionites and sulphoxylates, stabilised with organic substances (heading
2831), carbonates and peroxocarbonates of inorganic bases (heading 2836), cyanides,
cyanide oxides and complex cyanides of inorganic bases (heading 2837), fulminates,
cyanates and thiocyanates, of inorganic bases (heading 2838), organic products included in
headings 2843 to 2846 and carbides (heading 2849), only the following compounds of
carbon are to be classified in this Chapter:

(a) Oxides of carbon, hydrogen cyanide and fulminic, isocyanic, thiocyanic and other
simple or complex cyanogen acids (heading 2811);

(b) Halide oxides of carbon (heading 2812);

(c) Carbon disulphide (heading 2813);

(d) Thiocarbonates, selenocarbonates, tellurocarbonates, selenocyanates, tellurocyanates,
tetrathiocyanatodiamminochromates (reineckates) and other complex cyanates, of
inorganic bases (heading 2842);

(e) Hydrogen peroxide, solidified with urea (heading 2847), carbon oxysulphide,
thiocarbonyl halides, cyanogen, cyanogen halides and cyanamide and its metal
derivatives (heading 2851) other than calcium cyanamide, whether or not pure
(Chapter 31).

Subject to the provisions of Note 1 to Section VI, this Chapter does not cover:

(a) Sodium chloride or magnesium oxide, whether or not pure, or other products of
Section V;

(b) Organo-inorganic compounds other than those mentioned in Note 2 above;

(c) Products mentioned in Note 2, 3, 4 or 5 to Chapter 31,

[(d) Inorganic products of a kind used as luminophores, of heading 3206; glass frit and
other glass in the form of powder, granules or flakes, of heading 3207;]13%

(e) Atrtificial graphite (heading 3801); products put up as charges for fire-extinguishers or
put up in fire-extinguishing grenades, of heading 3813; ink removers put up in
packings for retail sale, of heading 3824; cultured crystals (other than optical
elements) weighing not less than 2.5 g each, of the halides of the alkali or alkaline-
earth metals, of heading 3824;

(f) Precious or semi-precious stones (natural, synthetic or reconstructed) or dust or
powder of such stones (headings 7102 to 7105), or precious metals or precious metal
alloys of Chapter 71;

(9) The metals, whether or not pure, metal alloys or cermets, including sintered metal
carbides (metal carbides sintered with a metal), of Section XV; or

(h) Optical elements, for example, of the halides of the alkali or alkaline-earth metals
(heading 9001).

Chemically defined complex acids consisting of a non-metal acid of sub-Chapter Il and a

metal acid of sub-Chapter IV are to be classified in heading 2811.

Headings 2826 to 2842 apply only to metal or ammonium salts or peroxysalts.

Except where the context otherwise requires, double or complex salts are to be

classified in heading 2842.

Heading 2844 applies only to:

(@) Technetium (atomic No. 43), promethium (atomic No. 61), polonium (atomic No. 84)
and all elements with an atomic number greater than 84;

(b) Natural or artificial radioactive isotopes (including those of the precious metals or of
the base metals of Sections XIV and XV), whether or not mixed together;

Alloys, dispersions (including cermets), ceramic products and mixtures containing
these elements or isotopes or inorganic or organic compounds thereof and having a
specific radioactivity exceeding 74 Bg/g (0,002 uCi/g);

Plastics and articles thereof; rubber and articles thereof

Goods put up in sets consisting of two or more separate constituents, some or all of which

fall in this Section and are intended to be mixed together to obtain a product of Section VI

or VII, are to be classified in the heading appropriate to that product, provided that the

constituents are:

(a) having regard to the manner in which they are put up, clearly identifiable as being
intended to be used together without first being repacked;

(b) presented together; and

(c) identifiable, whether by their nature or by the relative proportions in which they are
present, as being complementary one to another.

Except for the goods of heading 3918 or 3919, plastics, rubber, and articles thereof, printed

with motifs, characters or pictorial representations, which are not merely incidental to the

primary use of the goods, fall in Chapter 49.

Chapter 39
Plastics and articles thereof

Throughout the Nomenclature the expression “plastics” means those materials of headings

3901 to 3914 which are or have been capable, either at the moment of polymerisation or at

some subsequent stage, of being formed under external influence (usually heat and

pressure, if necessary with a solvent or plasticiser) by moulding, casting, extruding, rolling

or other process into shapes which are retained on the removal of the external influence.
Throughout the Nomenclature any reference to “plastics” also includes vulcanised

fibre. The expression, however, does not apply to materials regarded as textile materials of

Section XI.

This Chapter does not cover:

(a) Waxes of heading 2712 or 3404;

(b) Separate chemically defined organic compounds (Chapter 29);

(c) Heparin or its salts (heading 3001);

(d) Solutions (other than collodions) consisting of any of the products specified in
headings 3901 to 3913 in volatile organic solvents when the weight of the solvent
exceeds 50 % of the weight of the solution (heading 3208); stamping foils of heading
3212;

(e) Organic surface-active agents or preparations of heading 3402;

() Run gums or ester gums (heading 3806);

(g) Diagnostic or laboratory reagents on a backing of plastics (heading 3822);

(h) Synthetic rubber, as defined for the purposes of Chapter 40, or articles thereof;

(i) Saddlery or harness (heading 4201) or trunks, suitcases, handbags or other containers
of heading 4202;

(k) Plaits, wickerwork or other articles of Chapter 46;

() Wall coverings of heading 4814;
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(m) Goods of Section XI (textiles and textile articles);

(n) Articles of Section XII (for example, footwear, headgear, umbrellas, sun umbrellas,
walking-sticks, whips, riding-crops or parts thereof);

(o) Imitation jewellery of heading 7117;

(p) Articles of Section XVI (machines and mechanical or electrical appliances);

(q) Parts of aircraft or vehicles of Section XVII;

() Articles of Chapter 90 (for example, optical elements, spectacle frames, drawing
instruments);

(s) Articles of Chapter 91 (for example, clock or watch cases);

(t) Articles of Chapter 92 (for example, musical instruments or parts thereof);

(u) Articles of Chapter 94 (for example, furniture, lamps and lighting fittings, illuminated
signs, prefabricated buildings);

(v) Articles of Chapter 95 (for example, toys, games, sports requisites); or

(w) Articles of Chapter 96 (for example, brushes, buttons, slide fasteners, combs,
mouthpieces or stems for smoking pipes, cigarette-holders or the like, parts of vacuum
flasks or the like, pens, propelling pencils).

Headings 3901 to 3911 apply only to goods of a kind produced by chemical synthesis,

falling in the following categories:

(a) Liquid synthetic polyolefins of which less than 60 % by volume distils at 300 °C, after
conversion to 1,013 millibars when a reduced-pressure distillation method is used
(headings 3901 and 3902);

(b) Resins, not highly polymerised, of the coumarone-indene type (heading 3911);

(c) Other synthetic polymers with an average of at least 5 monomer units;

(d) Silicones (heading 3910);

(e) Resols (heading 3909) and other prepolymers.

The expression “copolymers” covers all polymers in which no single monomer unit

contributes 95 % or more by weight to the total polymer content.

For the purposes of this Chapter, except where the context otherwise requires,
copolymers (including co-polycondensates, co-polyaddition products, block copolymers
and graft copolymers) and polymer blends are to be classified in the heading covering
polymers of that comonomer unit which predominates by weight over every other single
comonomer unit. For the purposes of this Note, constituent comonomer units of polymers
falling in the same heading shall be taken together.

If no single comonomer unit predominates, copolymers or polymer blends, as the case
may be, are to be classified in the heading which occurs last in numerical order among
those which equally merit consideration.

Chemically modified polymers, that is those in which only appendages to the main polymer

chain have been changed by chemical reaction, are to be classified in the heading

appropriate to the unmodified polymer. This provision does not apply to graft copolymers.

In headings 3901 to 3914, the expression “primary forms” applies only to the following

forms:

(a) Liquids and pastes, including dispersions (emulsions and suspensions) and solutions;

(b) Blocks of irregular shape, lumps, powders (including moulding powders), granules,
flakes and similar bulk forms.

Heading 3915 does not apply to waste, parings and scrap of a single thermoplastic material,

transformed into primary forms (headings 3901 to 3914).

For the purposes of heading 3917, the expression “tubes, pipes and hoses” means hollow

products, whether semi-manufactures or finished products, of a kind generally used for

conveying, conducting or distributing gases or liquids (for example, ribbed garden hose,
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perforated tubes). This expression also includes sausage casings and other lay-flat tubing.

However, except for the last-mentioned, those having an internal cross-section other than

round, oval, rectangular (in which the length does not exceed 1.5 times the width) or in the

shape of a regular polygon are not to be regarded as tubes, pipes and hoses but as profile

shapes.

For the purposes of heading 3918, the expression “wall or ceiling coverings of plastics”

applies to products in rolls, of a width not less than 45 cm, suitable for wall or ceiling

decoration, consisting of plastics fixed permanently on a backing of any material other than

paper, the layer of plastics (on the face side) being grained, embossed, coloured, design-

printed or otherwise decorated.

In headings 3920 and 3921, the expression “plates, sheets, film, foil and strip” applies only

to plates, sheets, film, foil and strip (other than those of Chapter 54) and to blocks of

regular geometric shape, whether or not printed or otherwise surface-worked, uncut or cut

into rectangles (including squares) but not further worked (even if when so cut they become

articles ready for use).

Heading 3925 applies only to the following articles, not being products covered by any of

the earlier headings of sub-Chapter II:

(a) Reservoirs, tanks (including septic tanks), vats and similar containers, of a capacity
exceeding 300 I;

(b) Structural elements used, for example, in floors, walls or partitions, ceilings or roofs;

(c) Guitters and fittings thereof;

(d) Doors, windows and their frames and thresholds for doors;

(e) Balconies, balustrades, fencing, gates and similar barriers;

(f)  Shutters, blinds (including Venetian blinds) and similar articles and parts and fittings
thereof;

(9) Large-scale shelving for assembly and permanent installation, for example, in shops,
workshops, warehouses;

(h) Ornamental architectural features, for example, flutings, cupolas, dovecotes; and

(ij) Fittings and mountings intended for permanent installation in or on doors, windows,
staircases, walls or other parts of buildings, for example, knobs, handles, hooks,
brackets, towel rails, switch-plates and other protective plates.

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Chapter 40
Rubber and articles thereof

Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the Nomenclature the expression

“rubber” means the following products, whether or not vulcanised or hard: natural rubber,

balata, gutta-percha, guayule, chicle and similar natural gums, synthetic rubber, factice

derived from oils, and such substances reclaimed.

This Chapter does not cover:

(&) Goods of Section XI (textiles and textile articles);

(b) Footwear or parts thereof of Chapter 64;

(c) Headgear or parts thereof (including bathing caps) of Chapter 65;

(d) Mechanical or electrical appliances or parts thereof of Section XVI (including
electrical goods of all kinds), of hard rubber;

(e) Articles of Chapter 90, 92, 94 or 96; or

[(f) Articles of Chapter 95 (other than sports gloves, mittens and mitts and articles of
headings 4011 to 4013).]2%

In headings 4001 to 4003 and 4005, the expression “primary forms” applies only to the

following forms:

(@) Liquids and pastes (including latex, whether or not pre-vulcanised, and other
dispersions and solutions);

(b) Blocks of irregular shape, lumps, bales, powders, granules, crumbs and similar bulk
forms.

In Note 1 to this Chapter and in heading 4002, the expression “synthetic rubber” applies to:

(&) Unsaturated synthetic substances which can be irreversibly transformed by
vulcanisation with sulphur into non-thermoplastic substances which, at a temperature
between 18 °C and 29 °C, will not break on being extended to three times their
original length and will return, after being extended to twice their original length,
within a period of five minutes, to a length not greater than one and a half times their
original length. For the purposes of this test, substances necessary for the cross-
linking, such as vulcanising activators or accelerators, may be added; the presence of
substances as provided for by Note 5 (b) (ii) and (iii) is also permitted. However, the
presence of any substances not necessary for the cross-linking, such as extenders,
plasticisers and fillers, is not permitted;

(b) Thioplasts (TM); and

(c) Natural rubber modified by grafting or mixing with plastics, depolymerised natural
rubber, mixtures of unsaturated synthetic substances with saturated synthetic high
polymers provided that all the above-mentioned products comply with the
requirements concerning vulcanisation, elongation and recovery in (a) above.

(a) Headings 4001 and 4002 do not apply to any rubber or mixture of rubbers which has
been compounded, before or after coagulation, with:

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(i) vulcanising agents, accelerators, retarders or activators (other than those added
for the preparation of pre-vulcanised rubber latex);

(b) The presence of the following substances in any rubber or mixture of rubbers shall not
affect its classification in heading 4001 or 4002, as the case may be, provided that
such rubber or mixture of rubbers retains its essential character as a raw material:

(i) emulsifiers or anti-tack agents;

(if) small amounts of breakdown products of emulsifiers;

(iii) very small amounts of the following: heat-sensitive agents (generally for ob-
taining thermosensitive rubber latexes), cationic surface-active agents (generally
for obtaining electro-positive rubber latexes), antioxidants, coagulants,
crumbling agents, freeze-resisting agents, peptisers, preservatives, stabilisers,
viscosity-control agents, or similar special-purpose additives.

For the purposes of heading 4004, the expression “waste, parings and scrap” means rubber

waste, parings and scrap from the manufacture or working of rubber and rubber goods

definitely not usable as such because of cutting-up, wear or other reasons.

Thread wholly of vulcanised rubber, of which any cross-sectional dimension exceeds 5

mm, is to be classified as strip, rods or profile shapes, of heading 4008.

Heading 4010 includes conveyor or transmission belts or belting of textile fabric

impregnated, coated, covered or laminated with rubber or made from textile yarn or cord

impregnated, coated, covered or sheathed with rubber.

In headings 4001, 4002, 4003, 4005 and 4008, the expressions “plates”, “sheets” and

“strip” apply only to plates, sheets and strip and to blocks of regular geometric shape, uncut

or simply cut to rectangular (including square) shape, whether or not having the character

of articles and whether or not printed or otherwise surface-worked, but not otherwise cut to
shape or further worked.

density or hardness together with improved mechanical strenght or resistance to chemical
or electrical agencies.

Headings 4414 to 4421 apply to articles of the respective descriptions of particle board or

similar board, fibreboard, laminated wood or densified wood as they apply to such articles

of wood.

Products of heading 4410, 4411 or 4412 may be worked to form the shapes provided for in

respect of the goods of heading 4409, curved, corrugated, perforated, cut or
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formed to shapes other than square or rectangular or submitted to any other operation
provided it does not give them the character of articles of other headings.

Heading 4417 does not apply to tools in which the blade, working edge, working surface or
other working part is formed by any of the materials specified in Note 1 to Chapter 82.
Subject to Note 1 above and except where the context otherwise requires, any reference to
“wood” in a heading of this Chapter applies also to bamboos and other materials of a
woody nature.
